2. Do NOT take the bus route
from Santa Cruz, Bolivia
to Salta, Argentina. The road
is over fields and dry river beds,

iInto Argentina due to many
migrant workers from Bolivia.
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In the kingdom of Aconcagua, the highest
peak in the west, the mountain range of
the Andes spreads out forming high
peaks, snow capped volcanoes, plateaus,
valleys and deserts. The small villages and
their Pre-Hispanic ruins let the seasons
pass by only interrupted by the carnivals,
the Indian markets and the worship of the

“Pachamama” or Mother Earth.
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
